"Vandalism calling for violence against a faith community is serious and must be addressed by public officials," stated Afaf Nasher, executive director of CAIR-NY. "As hate crimes continue to rise, this deplorable message is an affront to the Muslim community and to our city. We thank the NYPD's Hate Crimes Task Force for initiating an investigation and expect the offender to be swiftly apprehended and prosecuted."

A Dallas-area resident, Guandolo occupies a special niche in a larger network of Islamophobes in the United States. There's ACT for America, a right-wing group that (implausibly) claims 1 million members. There's Frank Gaffney, a think-tank type who served as national security adviser to Ted Cruz's presidential campaign, and David Yerushalmi, an Arizona attorney who authors anti-Sharia bills for state legislators. Then there's Guandolo. His specialty is turning local cops against the Muslim communities they police.

Gadeir Abbas, an attorney with the Council on American-Islamic Relations, who has spent years fighting the U.S. government in court over watchlists, saw the DHS software as only more bad news for populations already unfairly surveilled. The U.S. government is so far "not able to generate a single set of rules that have any discernible level of effectiveness," said Abbas, and so "the idea that they're going to automate the process of evolving those rules is another example of the technology fetish that drives some amount of counterterrorism policy."

"We saw the man who was yelling, 'Don't touch me, get away from me,' and he was acting extremely crazy," 17-year-old Billal Abdi said at a news conference with Jaylani Hussein, executive director of the Minnesota chapter of the Council on American-Islamic Relations, a Muslim civil liberties and advocacy group. "He proceeded to pull out the gun, and all of us scattered, so we wouldn't get shot."

On November 30, Sen. Jason Rapert, who also founded the National Association of Christian Lawmakers, tweeted a story from a right-wing conspiracy site about CAIR's report on the high Muslim voter turnout in the midterm elections, and commented, "Do you want them ruling everything in America?" In a later post he wrote: "If you read this article and don't see real political concerns then you have a problem perceiving news." Rapert has since tried to walk back his bigoted comments.

CAIR's election night "American Muslim Voters and the 2018 Midterm Election" exit poll found that 95 percent of Muslim voters who responded to the survey turned out at the polls. Seventy-eight percent of Muslim voters cast ballots for Democratic Party candidates and 17 percent for Republican Party candidates.

"It is unconscionable for an elected official to question the right of political participation by any American based solely on his or her religious beliefs," saidCAIR Government Affairs Director Robert McCaw. "Senator Rapert's bigoted comments reflect dangerous ideologies of the past that should be repudiated, not promoted."

The Dallas/Fort Worth chapter of the Council on American-Islamic Relations (CAIR-DFW), a chapter of the nation's largest Muslim civil rights and advocacy organization, is calling on the Tarrant County Republican Party to cancel a December 29 event featuring John Guandolo, a disgraced ex-FBI agent and anti-Muslim extremist who has peddled conspiracy theories about Islam and Muslims.

Tarrant County GOP officials plan to hold a six-hour training by Guandolo in a secret location on December 29, titled, "School: Islam and Sharia vs. the U.S. Constitution." 

Emails from Republican precinct chair Dale Attebery make alarmist statements about the impetus for holding the event including that "Europe is presently falling to Islam" and "We are losing Tarrant County [to Muslims], just like Dearborn, MI was lost."

Guandolo recently stated that the US Justice Department should have prevented two Muslim women from being elected to Congress and has also claimed that former CIA Director John Brennan was a secret Muslim.

"Given Guandolo's history of anti-Muslim bigotry, this training will inevitably incite hatred of Islam and Muslims," said acting CAIR-DFW Executive Director Ekram Haque. "We urge the Tarrant County Republican Party to cancel the event and call on Texas GOP leaders to repudiate this merchant of hate and his bigoted message."
